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primarily from the departmental budget funded by the Mississippi Legislature.  Match for urban‐area STP projects is supplied 

through local city and county appropriations. And, as noted above, sometimes federal funds awarded to state or local government 

by agencies other than those within the U .S. DOT may be eligible for use in matching grants made by FHWA, FTA or the FRA. 

While FTA will cover up to 80 percent of the cost incurred for transit capita projects, funding guidelines for operating assistance 

require that state and local sources cover at least half of the total amount required to operate the system.  CTA receives 

contributions to support transit operations from the following local governments: City of Biloxi, City of Gulfport, City of 

D’Iberville, City of Ocean Springs, Harrison County (for the Senior Transportation Program) and Jackson County. Funding from 

the City of Pascagoula and the City of Gautier, which provided the local match required to subsidize operations in this portion of 

Jackson County, has yet to be restored following Hurricane Katrina. There is no dedicated local funding source such as a fuel tax 

or hospitality tax dedicated to the support of transit. The Coast Commuter vanpool program is funded through user fees supplied 

by participating employers. This revenue is not supplied directly to CTA, but managed by the employers participating in the 

vanpool program.

As previously noted, the federal rules regarding the development and content of the TIP require that a Financial Plan be 

prepared in order to demonstrate “how the approved TIP can be implemented” and to indicate“ resources from public and 

private sources that are reasonably expected to be made available to carry out the TIP” (23 CFR 450.324(h)).  It should also 

recommend “any additional financing strategies for needed projects and programs.”  The MPO, state and public transportation 

operator(s) are directed to “cooperatively develop estimates of funds that are reasonably expected to be available to support TIP 

implementation.”  The regulations specifically require that any projects for which funds are not reasonably expected to be 

available not be included in the TIP.  However, the Financial Plan may “for illustrative purposes...include additional projects that 

would be included in the TIP if reasonable additional resources beyond those identified in the financial plan were to become 

available.”  Finally, the MPO, state and public transportation operator(s), in preparing revenue and cost estimates for the TIP, 

“must use an inflation rate(s) to reflect ‘year of expenditure dollars,’ based on reasonable financial principles and information, 

developed cooperatively...”by the parties involved. 

There are two fundamental principles at work in these regulations.  The first is the principle of fiscal constraint.  The regulations 

require that the program advanced in the TIP be affordable, that is, that it not go beyond the means expected to be available for 

its realization.  This makes necessary the adoption of sound budgetary principles and practices; above all, a realistic forecast of 

future funding capabilities.  The second principle is that budgets are based not on the real value of goods and services but on 
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their actual cost in the market place: hence, the requirement that revenue and cost estimates reflect “year of expenditure 

dollars.”  The MPO has applied an inflation rate of four percent per annum to derive the ‘year of expenditure dollars, ’the cost to 

implement TIP projects within their programmed year.  Four percent per annum is consistent with the inflation rate that the 

state department of transportation has applied to their STIP.  The inflation rate will be examined annually to adjust to the 

economy and the value of the dollar. 

The principle of financial constraint requires that if projected resources are fully budgeted, the addition of a new project (or 

projects) not previously included in the TIP will necessitate either the identification of new or expanded funding capabilities or 

the downsizing or deletion of a project (or projects) currently included in the program.  If the cost of a listed project exceeds the 

amount programmed, the sponsoring local public agency (LPA) will have to cover the increased cost unless the Transportation 

Policy Committee (TPC), acting in its capacity as decision‐making body of the MPO, is willing to reprogram funds allotted to 

another project (or projects).  Alternatively, the LPA may decide its project is no longer affordable and abandon it, freeing scarce 

funds for reallocation.  In the less likely event that a project requires less funding that the amount programmed in the TIP, the 

surplus may be reserved for future use, redirected to another active project or committed for use in connection with a project 

previously not included in the program due to insufficient funding.

The Financial Plan addresses only those projects listed in the Mississippi Gulf Coast Urbanized Area Transportation 

Improvement Program (TIP).  MDOT projects listed in the STIP, but not included in the urbanized area component, are not part 

of this plan.  The assumption is that MDOT has determined what resources are likely to be available for state‐sponsored projects 

within the three coastal counties and thus that the program for building and maintaining state‐maintained highways is fiscally 

constrained in conformance with the requirements of SAFETEA‐LU and the DOT regulations. 

Previously, the MPO assumed the availability of $33,113,518 million in Surface Transportation Program (STP) funds carried over 

from previous years including Fiscal Year 2009. However, with the expiration of SAFETEA-LU, September 2009, and the 

subsequent rescission of STP funds the MPO was left with $11,883,848 in available funds.    Therefore, several projects were 

moved forward to future years outside the years covered under this TIP in order to comply with the federally mandated fiscal 

constraint requirement.  Additionally, the MPO assumed the funding levels with FY2010 would be the same as those in FY 2009 

given the expiration of SAFETEA-LU and the stop gap measures taken in Congress since September to sustain the Federal 

Highway Fund.  Currently it appears the funding levels will remain the same through the end of FY 2010.  At that point there is 

uncertainty, however the MPO assumes a 4% annualized growth rate for consistency when allocating funding to projects in 
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future years. This is based on the four percent per annum inflation rate that the state department of transportation applies to the 

STIP.  The base revenue assumptions are derived from the FY 2009 STP apportionment of $5,030,428.   

 

The plan outlined in the tables which follow identifies $16,187,233 in federal STP funds for implementation in FY 2010. STP 

funds allocated for projects in subsequent years are $5,858,400 in FY 2011, $4,999,263 in FY 2012 and $6,200,483 in FY 2013. 

Additionally, $9,638,336 million in funds were provided through the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 

(ARRA), which is 100% federal funds is allocated to projects in FY 2010.  With the possibility of additional job creation 

legislation that would provide funds similar to those ARRA funds, the MPO has accounted for an additional $9,638,336 million 

in FY 2010. 

Coast Transit Authority capital and operating projects for FY 2010 total $6.1 million including approximately $3.9 million in 

FTA grants.  Corresponding figures for subsequent years are $18.5 million in FY 2011 ($13.3 million federal), $15 million in FY 

2012 ($10.4 million federal), and $8.2 million in FY 2013 ($4.9 million federal).  ARRA funds are also included in the totals for 

FY 2010 and FY 2011. 

The total amount of funds earmarked by Congress for transportation projects in the area is more than $39.6 million.  The plan 

shows almost $5.2 million in state or local contributions to support these projects.  Anticipated earmarks for years beyond 2010 

are included however, with the upcoming reauthorization are speculative. Federal lands funds are also accounted for in the plan 

with approximately $5.0 million.
