1. THE LOCATION AND SPACING OF SIGNS SHOWN ON THE TRAFFIC CONTROL PLANS,
ARE APPROXIMATE AND MAY BE ADJUSTED AS NECESSARY TO FIT FIELD CONDITIONS.

2. 257 SHRINKAGE FACTOR USED IN THE EARTHWORK CALCULATIONS IS FOR DESIGN ESTIMATING
PURPOSES ONLY.

3. FLOURESCENT ORANGE SHEETING SHALL BE USED ON ALL CONSTRUCTION AND TRAFFIC CONTROL SIGNS
EXCEPT FOR THOSE DESIGNATED IN PLANSTO BE BLACK LEGEND AND BORDER ON WHITE BACKGROUND.

4. VOIDS CREATED BY THE REMOVAL OF POSTS. CONCRETE ANCHORS, FOOTINGS, ETC., SHALL BE BACKFILLED
AND TAMPED IN ACCORDANCE WITH SECTION 283 OF THE MS. STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS FOR ROAD
AND BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION.

5. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR FIELD VERIFICATION OF EXISTING GRADES AND MAKING
ADJUSTMENTS AS NECESSARY WITH THE APPROVAL OF THE PROJECT ENGINEER.

6. IT SHALL BE THE RESPONSIBILITY OF THE CONTRACTOR TO PROTECT EXISTING STRUCTURES SUCH
AS PIPES. INLETS. APRONS. BRIDGES. ETC. FROM DAMAGE WHICH MIGHT OCCUR DURING CONSTRUCTION.,
EXTREME CARE SHALL BE EXERCISED IN UNDERCUT AREAS (IF ANY)AND UNDERCUT DEPTH MAY BE
ADJUSTED AT CROSS DRAINS, AS DIRECTED BY THE ENGINEER. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL REPLACE OR
REPAIR, AS DIRECTED BY THE ENGINEER. ANY STRUCTURES DAMAGED DURING THE LIFE OF THE CONTRACT.
NO PAYMENT WILL BE MADE FOR REPLACEMENT OR REPAIR OF DAMAGED STRUCTURES.

7. THE DATE OF ERECTION SHALL BE WRITTEN ON THE BACK OF EACH SIGN WITH A SANFORD
MEANSTREAK WATERPROOF FORMULA PERMANENT MARKING STICK.

8. ALL POST LENGTHS FOR SIGNS SHALL BE VERIFIED IN THE FIELD PRIOR TO FABRICATION.
9. TEMPORARY STRIPING SHALL CONFORM TO FINISHED STRIPE SPECIFICATIONS FOR ALIGNMENT AND STRAIGHTNESS
10.REMOVAL OF RAISED PAVEMENT MARKERS IS NOT CONSIDERED A SEPARATE PAY ITEM.

11. ALL PIPE JOINTS ARE TO BE WRAPPED IN TYPE V GEOTEXTILE FABRIC (24" WIDTH)., ALL PICKUP HOLES
ARE TO BE PLUGGED AND COVERED WITH TYPE V GEOTEXTILE FABRIC TO THE SATISFACTION OF THE
ENGINEER (NOT A SEPARATE PAY ITEM).
