WHEREAS, The United States Department of Transportation rules and 
regulations (23 CFR 450) establish guidelines for the development, content, and 
processing of a cooperatively developed Transportation Improvement Program in 
urbanized areas; and 
 
WHEREAS, These regulations are applicable for projects involving federal funding 
under the Surface Transportation Program, the Congestion Mitigation/Air Quality 
Program, the National Highway System Program, the Bridge Replacement Program, and 
Sections 5303, 5307, 5309, 5310, 5316 AND 5317 of the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, 
Efficient Transportation Equity Act-A legacy for users (SAFETEA-LU); and 
 

WHEREAS, A four-year program of transportation improvements was developed 
by participating agencies as part of the continuing, coordinated and comprehensive 
transportation planning process; and 
 

WHEREAS, Public meetings where held prior to project submission and upon the 
completion of the priority ranking of the projects; and  

 
WHEREAS, Notice of public availability of the proposed 2008-2011 TIP was 

published in the newspapers in the Memphis urban planning area as specified in the 
approved Public Participation Plan, and draft copies of the FY 2008-2011 Transportation 
Improvement Program were made available to the public for a period of ten (10) days 
prior to consideration by the Board to allow the public opportunity to review and 
comment on this plan; and 
 
      WHEREAS, The Memphis MPO has adopted the 2026 Long Range 
Transportation Plan and Air Quality Conformity Report that addresses the Federal 
guidelines; and 
 
     WHEREAS, The selected projects in the FY 2008-2011 Transportation 
Improvement Program are in agreement with the air quality conformity reports; and 
 

WHEREAS, The Engineering and Technical Committee, the Citizen Advisory 
Committee, the Freight Committee and Transportation Safety Committee have reviewed the 
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2008-2011 Transportation Improvement Program and have recommended this plan to the 
Transportation Policy Board for adoption; and 

 
WHEREAS, The Transportation Policy Board has reviewed the 2008-2011 

Transportation Improvement Program and has considered the public comments received, (if any) 
and concurs with the recommendations of all committees; and 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, That the Transportation Policy Board of the 

Memphis Urban Area Metropolitan Planning Organization does hereby approve and adopt the 
2008-2011 Transportation Improvement Program.

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I.   INTRODUCTION 
 
The Memphis Urbanized Area Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for Fiscal 
Years 2008-2011 is a prioritized, fiscally constrained, multi-year list of federally funded 
capital and non-capital multimodal transportation projects in the Memphis Urban Area 
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) area.  All non-federally funded, regionally 
significant projects are also contained in this document.  The TIP provides a summary of 
how transportation revenues in the program will be vested over a four-year period by 
state and local agencies that have legal responsibility to build, operate, and maintain the 
states’ highway, street and public transit systems.  Under federal law, expenditures are 
required to be consistent with the Memphis MPO Long Range Transportation Plan 
(LRTP) adopted in October 2007, and the TIP must be updated no less frequently than 
every four years.  The TIP is a subset of the approved and air quality conforming LRTP. 
 
What is the TIP? 
 
The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) is the region’s method of allocating 
its limited transportation resources among the various needs of the area. It is a four-year 
program covering the most immediate priorities for transportation projects and strategies 
from the Memphis Urban Area MPO’s LRTP.  The TIP is cooperatively developed at 
least every four years, compatibly with the Statewide Transportation Improvement 
Program (STIP), and approved by the MPO and the Governors of Tennessee and 
Mississippi. In order to be included in the TIP, these projects must have available 
funding. 
 
Under federal law, the TIP: 

• Covers a minimum four-year period 
• Is realistic in terms of available funding – known as a fiscally constrained TIP – 

and is not just a "wish list" of projects 
• Has funding committed for the projects scheduled in the first two years in non-

attainment and maintenance areas 
• Conforms with the State Implementation Plan (SIP) for air quality if the region is 

designated as non-attainment or maintenance 
• Is approved by the MPO and the Governors 
• Lists all federally funded and regionally significant locally funded projects. 
 

The TIP shows estimated costs and schedule by project phase. The TIP not only lists 
specific projects, but also documents the anticipated schedule and cost for each project 
phase (preliminary engineering, right-of-way acquisition, and construction). 
 
The TIP may be changed after it is adopted. The approved TIP can be amended to add 
new projects, delete projects, advance projects into the first year, and accommodate cost, 
phase of work and scope changes to a project. Major changes require public review and 
analysis of air quality impacts.

The TIP covers all modes of travel. The TIP is multimodal; in addition to the more 
traditional highway and public transit projects, it may also include bicycle, pedestrian, 
and freight-related projects as well. 
 
The TIP obligates funds for at least four fiscal years. The title of each adopted TIP 
contains the fiscal years covered under the document. The federal fiscal year runs from 
October 1st to September 30th; therefore, the first year programmed in the current TIP 
(FY 2008) is October 01, 2007 – September 30, 2008. Funds obligated to a project in the 
first two years of a TIP are committed dollars.  Obligations for the next two years 
covered under the TIP are reasonable projections of anticipated funds. 
 
The TIP has several funding sources. Most funding sources for the projects in the TIP 
come from federal funds allocated to Tennessee under the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, 
Efficient Transportation Equity Act-a Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU), administered 
through the US Department of Transportation's Federal Highway Administration 
(FHWA) and Federal Transit Administration (FTA). In addition, funds are made 
available by the State of Tennessee to match federal funding, and to provide 100 percent 
financing for selected projects. Local counties, municipalities, and transit operators may 
also participate in providing matching funds for federal aid. 
 
How is the TIP Developed? 
The Memphis Area MPO is the regional transportation planning organization that serves 
as the forum for cooperative transportation decision-making in the MPO area. The 
Memphis and Shelby County Division of Planning and Development (DPD), Department 
of Regional Services (DRS) provides the administrative and technical staff for the MPO. 
The MPO is responsible for planning and programming transportation projects for a 
geographic area that is projected to be urbanized within the next 20 years.  The MPO 
develops the TIP in a collaborative effort with local governments, transit, and 
transportation agencies and the Tennessee and Mississippi Departments of Transportation 
(TDOT & MDOT).   Additionally, the study area must include the Environmental 
Protection Agency’s (EPA) designated ozone nonattainment area. 
 
Currently, the MPO area includes Shelby County, Tennessee, and its seven municipalities 
which are:  Memphis, Arlington, Bartlett, Collierville, Germantown, Lakeland, and 
Millington.  The MPO area also comprises northern DeSoto County, Mississippi, 
including the municipalities of Hernando, Horn Lake, Olive Branch, Southaven and 
Walls.  Western Fayette County, Tennessee, is also in the MPO area, including the 
municipalities of Braden, Gallaway and Piperton.  Figure 1 MPO Study Area shows the 
actual physical boundaries of the MPO Planning Area based upon 2000 Census data and 
applicable transportation planning regulations.  
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Projects selected for the TIP are priorities for the region in all transportation areas 
including transit, roadway and highways, bicycle and pedestrian, preventative 
maintenance, rehab, congestion mitigation and air quality and transportation operations.  
The TIP is developed in compliance with the clean air quality regulations for the 
Memphis area and has clearly identified funding sources.  All transportation projects, 
programs, and operations receiving federal funds in the Memphis MPO area must be 
authorized through the Memphis MPO TIP process.  See Appendix A for a detailed 
summary of the TIP process.   
 
Factors considered when selecting proposed projects and developing priorities includes:  

• Conformance to the MPO's adopted LRTP and local governments/agencies plans 
and programs  

• Surface Transportation Program (STP) and Congestion Mitigation Air Quality 
(CMAQ) Selection Criteria Review (See Appendix B) 

• Review of previously programmed projects in need of additional funds  
• Comments received as part of the TIP's public participation process  
• Input from pre-planning transportation public meetings held in the MPO 

jurisdictions. 
• Overall emissions analysis for projects included in the conformity analysis 

process. 
• Inclusion in the SIP—Projects which are identified as transportation control 

measures (TCMs) in the SIP are identified on the individual TIP pages.   
 
The Memphis MPO has lead responsibility for selecting and programming Local Surface 
Transportation Program (STP) and Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Improvement 
Program (CMAQ) projects for both the Memphis MPO area and the ozone 
maintenance/nonattainment area of Shelby County. Projects selected, and the amount of 
funds allocated toward these projects, are shown in the funding sections of each category.  
The 2008-2011 Memphis MPO TIP contains no TCMs. 
 
TDOT and MDOT have lead responsibility for the selection and programming of 
federally funded Interstate Maintenance (IM), Bridge (BR), National Highway System 
(NHS), State Surface Transportation Program (STP), Safety, Transportation 
Enhancement (TE), and FTA Section 5310 projects. Memphis Area Transit Authority 
(MATA) is the region's designated Section 5307 funds recipient and it complies with the 
TIP Selection Process of the MPO on projects programmed for FTA Section 5307, 5309, 
5316 and 5317 funding.   
 
The TIP Represents Regional Consensus. The production of the TIP is the culmination 
of the transportation planning process and represents a consensus among state, regional, 
and local officials as to projects selected for implementation. Consensus is important 
because the federal and state governments want assurances that all parties have 
cooperatively developed priorities before committing funds to a project. Projects included 
in the TIP using 23 U. S. C. funds, title 49 U. S. C. Chapter 53 funds, Bridge and 
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Interstate Maintenance funds and projects on the National Highway System were selected 
in cooperation with the public transit operator and the state.     
 
A project's inclusion in the TIP signifies regional agreement on the priority of the project 
and establishes eligibility for federal funding. Once the Transportation Policy Board 
(TPB) adopts the TIP, the TIP is forwarded to the TDOT and MDOT for inclusion in the 
STIP, which is then submitted to FHWA and FTA for approval. 
 
The TIP and the Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRTP). Regionally significant 
projects must be drawn from the LRTP and all projects in the TIP must work toward its 
implementation. The LRTP, required by federal law, is the document that directs 
transportation decisions over a minimum 20-year horizon. The Fiscal Year 2008-2011 
TIP represents the short-term implementation of selected recommendations from the 
MPO’s most recently adopted LRTP. 
 
Federal Requirements of the TIP. The FY 2008 – 2011 TIP has been prepared by the 
MPO under the 1975 U.S. Department of Transportation Planning Regulations (23 CFR 
450), as amended.  This TIP was adopted under the Memphis MPO LRTP, August 23, 
2007.  The State of Tennessee and the Federal Highway Administration FHWA approve 
the Air Quality Conformity Determination as being in full conformance with SAFETEA-
LU and the Clean Air Act Amendments of 1990.  The MPO’s Air Quality Conformity 
Determination was approved in August 2007.   
 
 
II.  AMENDMENTS AND ADJUSTMENTS  
 
TIP Amendments are intended to document major changes to the TIP and require state 
review and federal approval. Amendments must meet the requirements of 23 CFR 450 
regarding public involvement, fiscal constraint, and where applicable, air quality 
conformity.  Any proposed change meeting one or more of the following criteria will 
require a TIP amendment: 
 

• Adding a new project. 
• Deleting a programmed project from the quadrennial period of the TIP.  
• Adding new unprogrammed funds regardless of the source.  
• Increasing the cost of any phase of any project listed in the current TIP by more 

than 30 %. 
• Changing a project description/scope or introducing any other change that is 

inconsistent with the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) documentation 
or will alter the NEPA determination. (See examples below)  

 
And in air quality non-attainment and maintenance areas:  

• Changing a project description/scope or introducing any other change that alters 
the approved Air Quality conformity finding. (See examples below) 

• Moving a project from year to year within a TIP period if the move crosses an Air 
Quality Horizon year.

The term “unprogrammed funds” means any remaining portion of allocated funds that 
have not been identified for use in a particular project or any additional funds not 
currently identified in the TIP.  
 
Examples of changes that can affect the NEPA determination and/or Air Quality 
conformity finding include: projects modeled for conformity that cross horizon years, 
changing the number of through lanes, adding or deleting non-motorized facilities, 
changing mode (FTA rolling stock or facility type), changing capital category (FTA), and 
changing project termini/length. 
 
Appendix C contains the MPO’s TIP Amendment Procedure. 
 
TIP Administrative Adjustments can be used to document minor changes to the TIP but 
must be consistent with the requirements in 23 CFR 450 regarding fiscal constraint and, 
where applicable, air quality conformity. The TPB has authorized MPO staff to make 
administrative adjustments in-house with no public notice.  The TPB will be notified of 
the adjustments via email and meetings.  The following are examples of changes that can 
be accomplished through the administrative adjustment process: 
 

• Adding a prior phase to a programmed project. 
• Moving programmed funds between programmed projects. 
• Moving a project from year to year within a TIP period provided that, in air 

quality non-attainment and maintenance areas, the move does not cross an Air 
Quality Horizon year.  

• Changing a project description/scope if: 
1. The change does not necessitate revising the NEPA documentation or will 

not alter the NEPA determination, or 
2. In air quality non-attainment and maintenance areas, the change does not 

require a new Air Quality conformity finding, or 
 
 
III. PUBLIC PARTICIPATION 
 
The public is invited and encouraged to participate in all phases of the Memphis MPO’s 
planning process.  The MPO’s Public Participation Plan (PPP) details specific outreach 
efforts to reach the citizens and stakeholders in the region.   
 
Locally the MPO has developed relationships and contacts with private citizens, public 
agencies, providers of freight services, private providers of transportation, representatives 
of public transportation, representatives of users of pedestrian walkways and bicycle 
transportation facilities and representatives of persons with disabilities.  All of these 
agencies/groups are given comment opportunities on the MPO’s major planning 
documents. 
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The MPO consults, as appropriate, with State and local agencies responsible for land use 
management, natural resources, environmental protection, conservation and historic 
preservation concerning the development of a LRTP and TIP.  The consultation involves 
(i) comparison of the LRTP with State conservation plans or maps, if available; or (ii) 
comparison of long-range transportation plans to inventories of natural or historic 
resources, if available. 
 
Another group targeted by the MPO is the traditionally underserved.  Traditionally 
underserved communities include minorities, transit dependent citizens, low income 
individuals and families, the elderly, and persons with disabilities.   
 
Consultation and coordination with area stakeholders happens at established MPO Board 
and committee meetings, through emails, letters and other communications and through 
outreach efforts including attendance at other agencies’ meetings and draft document 
comment periods. 
 
Additional efforts to encourage public involvement include:  
 

• All MPO Board and Committee meetings are open to the public and citizens are 
encouraged to provide comments on relevant items. 

• Publication of notices of public hearings and meetings in the Memphis 
metropolitan daily newspaper, The Commercial Appeal, as well as several 
geographically and ethnically service-oriented newspapers such as The DeSoto 
Times, The Tri-State Defender, and La Prensa Latina.  Notification is given at 
least 10 days prior to hearings and meetings.   

• Publication of key documents in English and Spanish (Executive Summaries in 
Spanish, full document by request).  

• Distribution of key documents to the Memphis Public Library and Information 
System and library systems in suburban Shelby County, DeSoto County, and 
Fayette County.  

• Inclusion of key documents and notices of all public hearings and meetings at 
www.DPDGOV.com.  

• Comments by the public are accepted in person at hearings and meetings; by mail 
at the Department of Regional Services, 1075 Mullins Station Road, Memphis, 
Tennessee, 38134-7795; by telephone at 901-379-7840; by fax at 901-379-7865; 
on-line at www.DPDGOV.com; and by email at 
Martha.Lott@shelbycountytn.gov. 

 
The MPO outlines its public participation plan of action in a Public Participation Plan 
(PPP). TIP regulations require a reasonable opportunity for public comment in 
accordance with the metropolitan transportation planning process requirements and a 
public meeting in nonattainment transportation management areas (TMAs). Publication 
of the proposed TIP or other methods to make it readily available for public review and 
comment is also required. The approved TIP shall be published or otherwise made readily 
available for information purposes [23 CFR 450.324(c)].   See Appendix A for the TIP 
development procedure, including public involvement. 
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For TIP amendments, public involvement procedures consistent with the metropolitan 
transportation planning process requirements are to be utilized. These procedures are not 
required for TIP amendments that involve projects not considered by the State and MPO 
to be of appropriate scale for individual identification.  Those types of projects are 
grouped using the project type categories in FHWA’s categorical exclusions regulation 
(and transportation conformity exempt project classifications for air quality areas) [23 
CFR 450.326 & 23 CFR 450.324(i)].  All TIP amendments must be consistent with the 
LRTP and, if not, include corresponding language to amend the Long-Range 
Transportation Plan. See Appendix C for the TIP amendment procedure, including 
public involvement. 
 
 
IV. FISCAL CONSTRAINT 
 
The 2008-2011 TIP provides information by specific funding categories.  These sections 
address projects eligible for funding from such programs as the National Highway 
System (NHS), State and Local Surface Transportation Programs (STP), Congestion 
Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) Program, Surface Transportation Enhancement 
Grants, High Priority Projects (HPP), Delta Regional Authority funds and Federal Mass 
Transit Programs.  Table 1 details the major funding programs and allocation methods.

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Each section in this document has specific project description sheets showing the 
allocation of Federal, State and Local funds for a project. Tables at the beginning of each 
section provide a summary review of the available and allocated funding for projects and 
demonstrate the fiscal constraint of the TIP for each program year and for the entire TIP 
period.  An inflation rate of 3% based on the Consumer Price Index was used to project 
year of expenditure dollars.   
 
The following is a brief explanation of the funding programs detailed in the 2008-2011 
TIP: 
 

• The National Highway System (NHS) Fund program is a broad category of 
funding that covers the interstate highway system and specifically designated U.S. 
Highways and intermodal connector roadways.  These funds provide for the 
construction, improvement and maintenance of these roadways.  The funds are 
allocated to the State of Tennessee and Mississippi by the Federal Highway 
Administration (FHWA) and include National Highway System funds (NHS), 
Interstate Maintenance funds (IM), Bridge Replacement and Repair funds (BBR-
S), National Corridor Planning and Development funds (NCPD) and special 
appropriations by Congress for designated projects.   
 

The state obligates these NHS funds to projects contained in the LRTP.  This 
obligation of funds is done after consultation with the MPO members and staff. 
All of the road projects qualify as Network Priority One Roadways in accordance 
with the LRTP and have been included in required EPA air quality modeling to 
demonstrate that the Transportation Plan is in conformity with the Clean Air Act 
Amendments of 1990.  

 
• Under the Surface Transportation Program, (STP) states and local jurisdictions 

are allocated funds for major road construction.  The state funds are allocated 
across the state at the discretion of the state.  These funds, like the local STP 
funds, may be spent on any roadway on the State Functional Classification 
System as urban collector or above; however the State generally reserves these 
funds for state highways.   

 
The Local STP program for urban areas is expected to provide the MPO Planning 
area with approximately $14 million ($13 million for Tennessee jurisdictions and 
$1 million for Mississippi jurisdictions) for each year covered by the TIP based 
on urbanized area population figures. These funds have traditionally been used for 
local major road construction but may be flexed to FTA and used to fund 
alternative modes of transportation including transit.  
 
Any jurisdiction receiving STP funds must provide a match of at least 20 percent 
of the total project cost.  The projects included in this TIP were prioritized using 
the criteria in Appendix B.  The criteria are based on the goals and priorities of 
the region as identified in the LRTP.  Projects receiving STP funding in this TIP 
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are all Network Priority One major roads as detailed in the Memphis Metropolitan 
Area LRTP and are included in the Air Quality Conformity Report (Tennessee 
projects).  
 
In addition to the urban STP and state STP funds, there are rural STP funds 
designated for municipalities with populations of more than 5,000 persons and not 
in an urban area.  These funds may be used for any road project that is on a 
State’s Functional Classification System as an urban collector or above. These 
funds, like the other STP funds, must be matched at 20%.  These funds are 
designated STP-L in the funding tables and on the TIP project pages. 
 

 
• The Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) program functions 

similarly to the STP program in that funds allocated to the state and to the local 
jurisdictions.  Again, the state funds are allocated across the state and at the 
discretion of the state while the local CMAQ funds are allocate through a ranking 
process.  The criteria used to rank local CMAQ projects are in Appendix B.  
Emissions reduction was the most important factor in ranking CMAQ projects.  
Shelby County member jurisdictions will receive approximately $3 million on an 
annual average allocation under SAFETEA-LU for fiscal years 2008-2011. 
 
CMAQ funds are for projects that can be shown to reduce congestion and 
improve air quality and are allocated to areas designated by the Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) as non-attainment or maintenance in regard to specific 
pollutants.  Shelby County is designated a non-attainment area for NOx and 
volatile organic compounds (VOC), both of which are precursors to ozone.  It is a 
maintenance area for CO.  All other parts of the planning area are designated 
attainment.   

 
Certain CMAQ projects are eligible for funding with 100 percent Federal funds. 
These projects are specifically listed in 23 USC 120. They include traffic control 
signalization projects, commuter carpooling and vanpooling activities or 
installation of traffic signs, traffic lights or priority control systems for emergency 
vehicles or transit vehicles at signalized intersections. State and local matches are 
required if CMAQ funds are used for mass transit projects or other air quality 
activities  

 

• Urban Area High Priority Projects (HPP) are those that contain earmarked 
funds.  These projects are detailed in SAFETEA-LU or are specified by Congress.  
These projects have an HPP or DEMO project number associated with them on 
the TIP project pages and in the funding tables. 

 
• SAFETEA-LU provides that the states should set aside a percentage of their total 

allocation of STP Funds for Transportation Enhancement (TE) Projects.  The 
TE process is a competitive one with jurisdictions submitting requests for funding 
directly to the state.  Each year, the MPO reviews the applications submitted and 
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provides documentation to the state that any awarded TE Projects will be 
amended into the local TIP.   

 
The LRTP indicates both specific types of projects for which enhancement funds 
should be applied for as well as general categories in accordance with state 
regulations.  Further, enhancement projects are exempt projects for air quality 
conformity determination. 
 
TE Projects are funded with no more than eighty (80) percent federal dollars.  At 
least twenty (20) percent is provided from local sources.  A participating agency 
in the Enhancement Program may provide additional funds beyond the required 
twenty percent in order to complete the full scope of a project. 

 
• Delta Regional Authority Funds are competitive grants funds awarded by the 

Delta Regional Authority to state and local governments, educational institutions, 
not-for-profit organizations, and other agencies as specified by the DRA.  In 
2000, Congress established the Delta Regional Authority to enhance economic 
development and improve the quality of life for the hard-working residents of this 
region which is composed of 240 counties and parishes.  All three Memphis MPO 
counties are eligible for these funds.  Transportation is one of the DRA’s three 
major policy development areas. 
 

• Eligible uses for Section 5307 FTA, Large Urban Cities funds include planning, 
engineering design and evaluation of transit projects and other technical 
transportation-related studies.  Also included are capital investments in bus and 
bus-related activities such as replacement of buses, overhaul of buses, rebuilding 
of buses, crime prevention and security equipment and construction of 
maintenance and passenger facilities.  Other capital investments included are new 
and existing fixed guideway systems including rolling stock, overhaul and 
rebuilding of vehicles, track, signals, communications, and computer hardware 
and software. All preventive maintenance and some Americans with Disabilities 
Act complementary paratransit service are considered capital costs and are 
eligible for 5307 funding. 

 
• The transit capital investment program (49 U.S.C. 5309), or Section 5309 FTA 

funds Major Capital Investments (New Starts & Small Starts), provides capital 
assistance for three primary activities: new and replacement buses and facilities, 
modernization of existing rail systems, and new fixed guideway systems (New 
Starts).  

• The purpose of the  FTA Section 5316 (Job Access Reverse Commute) program 
is to develop transportation services designed to transport welfare recipients and 
low income individuals to and from jobs and to develop transportation services 
for residents of urban centers and rural and suburban areas to suburban 
employment opportunities. Emphasis is placed on projects that use mass 
transportation services.  
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Grants may finance capital projects and operating costs of equipment, facilities, 
and associated capital maintenance items related to providing access to jobs; 
promote use of transit by workers with nontraditional work schedules; promote 
use by appropriate agencies of transit vouchers for welfare recipients and eligible 
low income individuals; and promote use of employer-provided transportation 
including the transit pass benefit program.  

• Section 5137 FTA funds, New Freedom Program, encourages services and 
facility improvements to address the transportation needs of persons with 
disabilities that go beyond those required by the Americans with Disabilities Act.  
These funds provide a competitive formula grant program for associated capital 
and operating costs.  These projects must be included in the locally-developed 
Coordinated Human Services Transportation Plan. 

• Section 5130 FTA funds, Transportation for Elderly persons and Persons with 
Disabilities, provides formula funding to states for assisting private nonprofit 
groups in meeting the transportation needs of the elderly and persons with 
disabilities when the transportation services provided are unavailable, insufficient 
or inappropriate in meeting these needs. 

 

V.  OPERATIONS AND MAINTENANCE 

 In addition to the growth of, and improvements to, the transportation network that are 
discussed and programmed in many areas of this TIP, the MPO and its members must 
also assure the maintenance and efficient operation of the existing infrastructure 
components that make up the Memphis Urban Area’s transportation network. 
Maintenance activities are those that occur primarily in reaction to situations that have an 
immediate or imminent adverse impact on the safety or availability of transportation 
facilities such as pavement resurfacing and markings, bridge repair, guardrail and sign 
replacement and traffic signal maintenance.  Operations may include more routine items 
such as painting and right of way maintenance. While these activities are not funded 
through or scheduled in the TIP, they are included here for information purposes.  
 
The varied and complex systems used to maintain the efficiency of the MPO area 
transportation system are difficult to quantify and present.  Each jurisdiction and agency 
has unique methods of accounting for these activities. They may also have varying goals 
and priorities they are seeking to achieve. The MPO will act as a reporting agency for 
these activities in the TIP in order to provide the public with a clearer picture of the 
efforts undertaken.   
 
The jurisdictions involved in the MPO process provided information on their existing 
system’s operations and maintenance costs (see Table 17).  Categories of operation and 
maintenance include:

Each project details the project’s 
TIP project number, TDOT or MDOT project number, LRTP cross-reference, lead 
agency, county, conformity status, termini (when applicable), total cost, project 
description and fiscal year phase and funding breakdowns.  When possible, there are 
maps associated with the projects. 
 
The projects are broken into the following eight sections: 

A. TDOT Sponsored Projects—This section details projects submitted by TDOT.  
The main funding sources in this section are NHS, STP, CMAQ and HPP.  
Other funding sources such as Delta, state funds, Highway Safety Improvement 
Program, spot safety, bridge funds, etc. may also be contained in this section. If 
a match is required, the state of Tennessee provides that match. 

 
B. MDOT Sponsored Projects—This section details projects submitted by MDOT.  

The main funding sources in this section are NHS, STP, bonds and various 
earmarks.  If a match is required, the state of Mississippi provides that match. 

 
C. MDOT Illustrative Projects—This section details projects submitted by MDOT 

that are out of the programming range of this document.  These projects are 
included for informational purposes in order to align the MPO TIP and the 
Mississippi STIP. 

 
D. Locally Sponsored Projects Tennessee—This section details either STP 

projects that are ranked by the MPO with the criteria in Appendix D, HPP 
projects or projects from the funds allocated jurisdictions with populations over 
5,000 but not in an urban area.  In most cases, the local jurisdiction provides any 
required match. 

 
E. Locally Sponsored Projects Mississippi—This section details either STP 

projects that are ranked by the MPO with the criteria in Appendix D, HPP 
projects or projects from the funds allocated jurisdictions with populations over 
5,000 but not in an urban area.  In most cases, the local jurisdiction provides any 
required match. 

 
F. Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality Projects—This section contains all of 

the CMAQ projects.  Shelby County is the only county that qualifies for these 
funds. 

 
G. Transit Projects—This section details all FTA funded transit projects in the 

region.  Funding sections include 5307, 5309, 5310, 5316 and 5317.
